Town Meeting 2022:
  Updated budget document and supporting info for review

The Board reviewed worksheets and correspondence from committee chairs, the FAC and Amanda and tied up several questions that were posed at the 3/29 budget workshop. These items included school budget figures; clarification from the TOPMB and Rec committee regarding the tennis courts; removing the Harbor Committee contribution to the reserve fund; accepting the FAC proposed figure for Hauling/Tipping for Solid Waste; and the Board agreed to move the fire department finances to the Town and remove stipends from positions also earning an hourly wage. Other minor figures are still outstanding which will be addressed at the next meeting. The Board reviewed a reply from the Fire Department regarding questions about administrative staff and equipment. After discussing those items with Assistant Chief Brian Whalen, the Board still had questions which Amanda will send along with a request for return answers by 4/21. Ms. Tudor requested that the department use the new job description template when further defining the proposed administrative roles.
