  Broadband – work continues on Route 127
  First Church – Structural Evaluation has been received; AQMS, Inc scheduled to inspect on Wednesday 4/27 at noon.  Amanda met with the Sagadahoc County Commissioners on 4/26 to present the church project for potential county funding.
  ARP$$ - Need to determine usage of first tranche for warrant article/s. Action: Mr. Donaldson made the motion to approve a warrant article appropriating $250 premium pay to the 31 municipal employees who performed an essential service between March 2020 and June 2021; and appropriating the balance to government service expenses as allowed by the final rule from the US Treasury. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0.
Old Business:
   Maine Lobsterman’s Association – donation? Action: After discussion, Ms. Tudor made the motion to approve a $500 donation from the Selectmen’s Contingency, on behalf of the Town’s lobstermen, to the Maine Lobsterman’s Association Legal Defense Fund to Save Maine Lobstermen. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0.
New Business:
  Cemetery Maintenance Contract for 22-23 for signature. Action: Mr. Collins made the motion to sign the cemetery contract for 2022-23. Motion seconded by Mr. Donaldson and approved 3-0.
  Bill for payment outside of warrant cycle. Action: Amanda requested approval to pay the Androscoggin Bank credit card outside of the warrant to avoid late charges. Whenever that would occur, the bill would be included in the warrant immediately following payment, for retroactive approval. Mr. Collins made the motion to grant approval for payment outside of a warrant. Motion seconded by Ms. Tudor and approved 3-0.
  Added – Parking Request. Action: The Board agreed that an Indian Point wedding party may utilize the First Church and/or Town Office parking lots on 9/17 for wedding carpooling.

Mr. Collins made the motion that the budget document, as amended, be referred to the Town Office for final review and reconciliation before the Board votes on a final document for the budget hearing. Motion seconded by Ms. Tudor and approved 3-0.
