  Minutes: Planning Board 6 April, Recreation Committee 5 & 14 April, Shellfish 7 April
  Liaison Updates: Mr. Donaldson reported that the Board of Appeals has closed the appeal they recently heard. The TOPMB members met at the Old Stone Schoolhouse this past weekend and did cleanup of the grounds. They’ll be attacking the windows and shutters next and are looking for input into usage of the building. They have spoken with representatives from GHS. The Shellfish Committee will be permanently opening the flats in Robinhood Cove (by the Old Post Office, the flats known as the “dump”). Mr. Collins reported that the Recreation Committee is working on details for the Get to Know Your Neighbor Party (6/12) and the new Fun Run at the park (9/24). Ms. Tudor reported that the Energy Working Group is preparing a report for the Board and the Conservation Commission is working out details for participating in the Community Resilience Partnership as well as co-sponsoring the Friends of Reid State Park with Age Friendly Georgetown. Amanda reported that the Household Hazardous Waste Day was a success with 29 Georgetown participants submitting 62 units of waste. 
  Membership: None
Board Member Updates:
  Mr. Donaldson: MDOT has installed new safety road signs and taken the first steps in remediating the large opening on the East side of Route 127 near Higgins Mountain. Amanda is compiling a list of shimming needs to submit to the local DOT office. The Bath Police Chief has agreed that the Bath ACO may assist in Georgetown, temporarily, but that his assistance could not be a long standing solution without some agreement between the Select Board and the Bath City Council.
  Mr. Collins: Mainemoss has begun resurfacing at Todd’s Landing and will need one more day at a very low tide to complete the project. The dirt roads in Robinhood are currently being regraded.
  Ms. Tudor: Nothing to report.
Old Continuing Business:  
  Broadband – work continues on Route 127 and into Five Islands. Action: Noted
  First Church – waiting for air quality test results…next steps? Action: Amanda will contact the company for a timeline on test results.
  ARP$$ - warrant article language. Action: Reviewed.  
Old Business: None
New Business:
  2022 Certified Ratio Declaration for completion – Maine Revenue reporting 93% but we can still claim 100%. Action: Ms. Tudor made the motion to declare a 100% ratio and sign the submission form. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0.
  Conservation Commission request to adopt a resolve to participate in the State’s Community Resilience Partnership. Action: Ms. Tudor and Ruth Indrick, from KELT, briefed the Board on the partnership and the need for a resolution supporting participation. The Board will consider if a Select Board resolution is adequate or if a Town Meeting vote is required.
Town Meeting 2022:
  Ordinances – vote to send to Town Meeting. Action: After discussing the amendment that was proposed for the Solar Energy Ordinance, at the hearing, the Board agreed that the current language is sufficient as written. Any changes that may need to be made can be done so if a project for the land at the old landfill should come to fruition. Ms. Tudor made the motion to approve the Solar Energy Ordinance for Town Meeting as written. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0. Mr. Collins made the motion to approve the Building and Demolition Permit Ordinance, Minimum Lot Size Ordinance, Shellfish Conservation Ordinance and Wireless Communication Facility Ordinance to Town Meeting as written. Motion seconded by Ms. Tudor and approved 3-0.
  Final budget document and materials for final review and approval for hearing. Action: The Board reviewed a memo from Amanda and Mary McDonald, bookkeeper, outlining several suggested adjustments to the budget. After review and discussion, Ms. Tudor made the motion to approve the budget, including these adjustments, and to update the document for publication. Motion seconded by Mr. Collins and approved 3-0. Committee chairs will be notified of any changes made to their budgets and the final document will be uploaded to the website for the hearing.

Public comment: Judie Teller confirmed the Fun Run date as 9/24. Terry Taylor reported that Georgetown Broadband LLC will no longer be offering an affordability fund for broadband service since Axiom has been accepted into the federal connectivity program to offer financial assistance to subscribers. They are looking into the possibility of offering computers for subscribers in need.
