 Preliminary & Proposed 2023 State Valuation materials. Action: The proposed State Valuation for 2023 indicates a $123M increase in property valuation for Georgetown. This increase will significantly impact the certified ratio and reimbursement for exemptions. Amanda has spoken with representatives at Maine Revenue for clarification and will speak with Bill Van Tuinen to determine if there is anything we can do, or if an appeal is appropriate.
