
BOARD OF SELECTMEN, TOWN OF GEORGETOWN

MINUTES for Tuesday, July 9, 2024
Mr. Collins was in attendance, as were Ms. Tudor and Ms. Eee. There were 12 members of the public attending in person and 11 members of the public on Zoom.
The Meeting was called to order by Chairman Collins at 7pm. 
There was no public comment prior to the start of the agenda. 
There were no items added to the agenda. 
The Board had one scheduled appointment and held a Public Hearing on Georgetown General Store, LLC’s Liquor License Application. Leslee Kolenda, one of the owners, introduced herself to the Board and shared their eagerness to reopen the Town store. 
On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to approve the minutes of the June 25th Select Board Meeting.
There were no items provided for review.
There were no assessing items.

There was no other correspondence.
There were no continuing items. 
The following Committee Updates were provided:
· Prior to the votes on membership changes, Ms. Eee shared her thoughts on the importance of increased accountability and transparency in Town Government. She shared her belief that residents expected a level of neutrality and professionalism from all who serve the town. She further shared that it was also the expectation that volunteers will serve in a manner that avoids conflicts of interests. The following changes were made to Committee Membership: 
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to appoint Rufus Brown to the Board of Appeals as a Member for a 5-year term.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted (2-0-1) to appoint Kelly James to the Board of Appeals as a Member for a 5-year term. Ms. Eee abstained from the vote. 
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to appoint Scott Weller to the Board of Appeals as an Alternate Member for a 5-year term.
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to appoint Jon Hentz to the Recreation Committee as a Member for a 3-year term.
The following Liaison Updates were provided:
· Mr. Collins reported that the Planning Board had an easement discussion.
· Ms. Tudor reported that the Conservation Commission was planning for their Coastal Cleanup and that John Wood was continuing his survey work on the Ipcar Preserve. Ms. Tudor also reported that the Solid Waste Committee would be meeting.
· Ms. Eee reported that Judith “Judie” Teller was elected Chair of the Recreation Committee, Gary Pankey elected Vice Chair, and that Suzan Taylor was elected Secretary. The Recreation Committee, it was reported, was continuing planning for the Fall Frolic. 
There were no further Board Member Updates.
The Town Administrator gave a brief Update on the following items:
· Streetlights Update
· It was reported that the streetlight at the terminus of Bay Point Road was disconnected. 
· Mr. Washburn reported that, after consultation with the Road Commissioner, it was determined that a streetlight would be beneficial near the corner of Robinhood Road for safety purposes. The Board then directed the Administrator to look for an alternative site. 
· ACO Update
· It was reported that a job posting was made for the Animal Control Officer Position – with over 40 views but no applicants. 
· The Board was updated on the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Bath and the Town of Georgetown for temporary coverage. 
· MOU w/School re: Adventure Trail
· It was noted that a revised Memorandum of Understanding, between the Town and School, for the Adventure Trail was still in possession of the Conservation Commission.  
· Maine Town and City Managers’ Conference 
· The Administrator shared that he previously found this conference rewarding and his desire to attend this year’s conference for professional development purposes. On a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to authorize his attendance and housing. 
The Finance Director gave a brief Update, noting her ongoing work with the Auditors. Ms. McDonald further shared that she was working with the Town Administrator on updating TRIO with the relevant deed changes.
The Code Enforcement Officer Updated the Board on an unlicensed, and unpermitted, campground located on Bay Point Road. Mr. Field shared with the Board that this campground, with approximately ten advertised sites, has been renting for over five years. The Board encouraged Mr. Field to contact the owner and to keep the Select Board apprised of any pertinent next steps. 
Old Business: 
· The Board was provided with suggested changes by office staff regarding the upcoming fee schedule changes. It was determined by the Board these suggested changes would serve as the vehicle for discussion at the Public Hearing on July 23rd. It was further determined that the Administrator would share these changes with Board / Commission / Committee Chairs ahead of the hearing to solicit their feedback. Additionally, Liaisons would touch base with the relevant Chairs, too.
New Business:
· On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to approve an off-premises malt, spiritous, and vinous Liquor License for Georgetown General Store LLC. 
· On a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to authorize the use of up to eight hours of the Town’s MCOG Membership by the Georgetown Attainable Housing Initiative.
The following items were available for signature: 
· Liquor License Application for Georgetown General Store LLC
· Various Appointment Certificates
· Deed for Cemetery Lot, Mountainside (Lot 135A, Gravino)
There was no additional public comment. 
Pursuant to 1 M.R.S. Section 405(6)(C) on a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Mr. Collins, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to enter an Executive Session for the acquisition of real property or economic development. The Executive Session began at 7:55pm. 

Following the completion of the Executive Session, and having no further business before it, the Board stood adjourned.
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
