Public comment:

The Board thanked Ms. Reece for her comment and shared that they would investigate possible solutions that protected both public safety and the needs of residents.

· Mr. Collins reported on the Planning Board and Town Owned Property Management Board.  
· Ms. Tudor had nothing new to report.
· Ms. Eee noted that the Recreation Committee would be meeting on July 2nd. 
The Town Administrator Updated the Board on the following items:
· Mr. Washburn noted that the kickoff meeting with key FEMA Stakeholders for the January storms was successful. He further thanked EMA Director McDiarmid for his work in organizing this. 
· Mr. Washburn reported that all Ordinances passed at Town Meeting had been formatted and put onto the Town’s website. 
· It was reported that conversations had been had with CMP, and relevant local officials, regarding the Street Light at the terminus of Bay Point Road. It was determined that this light could be removed.  On a motion from Ms. Tudor, seconded by Ms. Eee, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to request its termination. The Board further directed the Town Administrator to inquire about possible solutions to the concerns raised by Ms. Reece regarding the streetlight on Robinhood Road.
· Lastly, it was reported that the Administrator would be on vacation for the bulk of the week of July Fourth. It was also reported that the Town Clerk’s Office would be closed July 3rd to July 15th. 
The was no old business.
New Business:
· Following public hearing and on a motion from Ms. Eee, seconded by Ms. Tudor, it was voted unanimously (3-0) to adopt the Interim Fee Schedule.
There was no further public comment.
On a motion from Mr. Collins, seconded by Ms. Eee and pursuant to 1 M.R.S. Section 405(6)(E), the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to enter an Executive Session for consultations with Legal Counsel. 

Immediately following, on a motion from Mr. Collins, seconded by Ms. Eee and pursuant to 1 M.R.S. Section 405(6)(A), the Board voted unanimously (3-0) to enter an Executive Session regarding Personnel Matters. Following that Executive Session, Ms. Tudor moved to have the Animal Control Officer Position posted for Appointment. Ms. Eee seconded. The vote was unanimous (3-0).
Having completed all business before it, the Board stood adjourned at 8:26pm.
